	Nursery
	[bookmark: _GoBack]Join in with familiar songs : Can you sing/ join in with…?
Join in with ring and dancing games : What’s next?
Begin to move rhythmically  : Can you clap/ pat your … in time to the beat?
Imitate movements in response to music : Can you move / sway / step from side to side when the music starts?
Explore and learn how sounds can be changed  : What do you notice when we play/ sing this note and this note?
Sing to self and make up simple songs: Can you make up the next verse?

	•Listen to a variety of music from different styles, traditions and times –use for tidy up music
•Start using correct but basic musical language to describe the music you are listening to and your feelings towards it: Is the music fast / slow? How does it make you feel?
•Talk about instruments being used and link to pictures of them: Can you put away the…marracas, wooden blocks, tambourines, triangles, claves etc?
	•Sings a few familiar songs: Can you sing/ join in with…?
•Enjoys rhyming and rhythmic activities: Which words can you hear that rhyme?
•Begins to build a repertoire of songs and dances Can you remember…?Which line is next?
	•Taps out simple repeated rhythms using a range or percussion instruments : Can you keep a steady beat?
•Explores and learns how sounds can be changed : Which sound is faster / slower/ louder/ softer/ lower / higher? How can we make it faster / louder etc?
•Explores the different sounds of instruments. See above
	•Create movement in response to music: Listen and think how might you move to this music?
•Sings to self and makes up simple songs 
•Make up rhythms: What might come next? How might it sound now?
	•Sings to self and makes up simple songs: How might it go now? What do you think? 
•Makes up rhythms: Will it be fast or slow?  How many times will you tap / shake…?
	•Joins in with repeated refrains and anticipates key words and phrases in (nursery) rhymes or songs : Can you sing (to the BBC Nursery Rhymes) without the music playing so it matches the pictures?
•Enjoys joining in with dancing and ring games.
