Explore colour and how colours can be changed What is this colour?  What happens if you mix…?
Understand that they can use lines to enclose a space and then begin to use these shapes to represent objects : If I draw this line here what shape will it make?

Know the names of a range of primary and secondary colours : red, blue, yellow, orange, brown, purple, pink, green
Create work in the style of a famous artist: Van Gogh : Who painted Starry Night?
